2571 vide his office Memo No. 8731 dated 10.07.2012 for construction of First floor  of Community Centre 

in Sector 42-B, Chandigarh as per request of the Area Councillor Sh.Malkiat Singh.  The existing 

Community Centre building has ground floor only.

          Sh. Saurabh Joshi, Area Councillor vide his request dated 14.2.2012 has made request for 

converting neighborhood parks into play ground such as Badminton court, basket ball court and lawn tennis 

court to facilitate the residents of Sector ï 15. The matter was referred to the Chief Architect, U.T., 

Chandigarh vide Chief Engineer, M.C., Chandigarh vide his office letter No 1482 dated 22.03.2012, but the 

approval of same has not yet received.  But later on, it has been desired by competent authority that land in 

presently put to no use and if these courts are constructed in the parks, it could be put to optimum use by 

the children.  Accordingly, the rough cost estimate amounting to Rs. 38.72 lacs has been framed for 

providing play grounds at undeveloped parks/open space in Sector-15, Chandigarh and submitted arranging 

administrative approval and allotment of funds under appropriate head of account of Municipal 

Corporation, Chandigarh.  It is certified that scope of work taken in this estimate has not been earlier 

included in any of the estimate.

1. Construction 9ò thick brick toe wall around the play ground. 

2. Providing and laying 100mm thick CC !:8:16 over 100 thick sand filling.

          The V-3 road (Vigyan Path) between Sector 5&8, 4&9, 3&10 and Sector 2&11 was recently 

transferred to  Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh vide Secretary Engineering, Chandigarh Administration, 

Chandigarh vide his office order No. . 179 dated 07.03.2011. These roads were last carpeted in April, 

2005 and are due for recarpetting as per policy of Municipal Corporation i.e. after gap of five years. .  

These roads are in bad condition and needs of recarpeting. 

        Accordingly, this Rough Cost Estimate amounting to Rs.176.00 lacs for recarpetting of Vigyan 

Path Portion has been prepared and is submitted for arranging administrative approval and allotment of 

funds under appropriate head of account of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.  It is certified that scope of 

work taken in this estimate has not been earlier included in any of the estimate.

The Chief Engineer and Superintending in Engineer (B&R) M.C., Chandigarh inspected the 

Shivalik Enclave Market and instructed to construct  the PCC kerbs and tiles steps along the Chandigarh 

Kalka Road where road berm is sufficient and also provide the G.I.Pipe along the length of road to avoid 

any accident.  This site was inspected by the Executive Engineer, Roads Division No.2 alongwith Sub 

Divisional Engineer, Roads Division No.5, M.C  and it has been observed that condition of same is bad and 

causing inconvenience to the public.  Accordingly a rough cost estimate amounting to Rs.83.20 lacs has 

been prepared for arranging administrative approval and allotment of funds. The scope of the work entered 

in the estimate does not include in any earlier approved estimate.  The estimate includes the following 

scope of works.   

1. Providing and fixing PCC kerbs and tiles. 

2. Providing and fixing G.I. Pipe railing.  

The expenditure on this work shall be charged under Head ñ4217 (P) Improvement of Roads 

and Parkings and infrastructure facilitiesò.

Subject: Outsourcing of Manpower (690 Safaikaramcharies in three equal lots of 230 each). 

 

  e-Tenders were floated for Outsourcing of Manpower (690 Safaikaramcharies in three equal 

lots of 230 each) on 21.05.2012. The technical bids were opened on 29.06.2012. The following bidders 

were participated in the tender:- 

(i) M/s Friends Associates 

(ii)  M/s Reliable Services 

(iii)  M/s Decent Security & House Keeping Services 

(iv) M/s Punj Security and Housekeeping Services Pvt. Ltd. 

(v) M/s Millennium Manpower. 

 

    After technical evaluation of the documents uploaded by the above bidders, it was found that 

most of the firms have not uploaded the requisite documents and in order to accept the remaining 

documents from the bidders, an agenda has been placed before the F&CC in its 221
st
 meeting held on 

17.08.2012 and the F&CC has considered and unanimously permitted to obtain the deficient documents 

from the tenderers in physical form. 

   Consequently, the technical evaluation has been redone on 07.09.2012 by the sub-committee 

consisting of Dr. M.S. Kamboj, SSH, Sh. Mohan Lal, SO (Accounts) and Sh. Mahesh Gandhi, Computer 

Programmer-cum-Nodal Officer of e-tendering after obtaining deficit documents from the bidders in 

physical form. The findings/recommendations of the sub-committee were placed before the main 

Committee consisting of officers; the Addl. CMC-I, C.A.O. and M.O.H. On 14.09.2012, the Committee 

held its meeting for considering and recommending the technical evaluation report submitted by the sub-

committee that M/s Punj Security & Housekeeping Services Pvt. Ltd. at Sr. No. (iv) and M/s Millennium 

Manpower at Sr. No. (v) found ineligible.  M/s Friends Associates at Sr. No. (i), M/s Reliable Services at 

Sr. No. (ii) and M/s Decent Security & House Keeping Services at Sr. No. (iii) were found eligible and 

their financial bids may be opened.  The same has been approved by worthy CMC on 14.09.2012.  



  Accordingly, the financial bids in respect of those bidders, who were technically eligible in 

the technical evaluation process were opened on 19.09.2012 and rates quoted by the bidders is as under:-

  The committee consisting of Addl. CMC-I, MOH and C.A.O. has considered their financial 

bids and recommends to allot the work in three equal lots of 230 Safaikaramcharies each amongst the 

above three bidders @ 9% administrative cost/share of profit.  

  It is also worthwhile to mention here that as per important instructions of DNIT at Sr. No. 6 

and 9 read as under; 

In case of Safaikaramcharies, there will be three contractors and each contractor will 

supply not more than 230 Safaikaramcharies. 

In case more than 3 bidders/tenderers are found eligible, the L1, L2 & L3 shall be 

considered for allotment. L2 & L3 shall be offered the work at the rate quoted by L1.  

  In view of the above, if the office intents to award the contract to the above firms, the 

estimated expenditure for a year comes to Rs. 8.00 crore (approx.).   

  It is also pertinent to mention here that the term of existing contract for outsourcing of 

manpower is going to expire on 30.09.2012 and as per clause No. 9 of General Terms & Conditions of 

DNIT; the contractor is required to arrange and sponsor 10% extra the number of requirement of 



manpower and place them at the disposal of the Medical Officer of Health, Municipal Corporation 

Chandigarh within fifteen days after the issue of the allotment letter. 

  Keeping in view of above, an agenda is placed before the General House for awarding the 

contract to above firms @ 9% administrative cost/share of profit and to grant the extension to the existing 

contract for another one month i.e. 01.10.2012 to 31.10.2012.

  e-Tenders were floated for outsourcing of area on 25.05.2012. In three groups as Group A 

(Villages), Group B (Colonies) and Group C (Sectors). The last date for submission of bids was 29.06.2012 

and documents were downloaded on 02.07.2012 due to non-functioning of e -tenders website. The 

documents uploaded by the bidders were placed before the technical evaluation sub-committee for 

evaluation and it was noticed by the sub-committee that most of the firms have not uploaded the requisite 

documents and the committee recommended that deficit documents may be obtained from the bidders 

after the approval of F&CC.  Accordingly, the office had placed an agenda item no. 8 before the F&CC in 

its 221st meeting held on 17.08.2012 and F&CC has resolved as under; 

ñThe Committee considered and unanimously permitted to obtain 

the deficient documents from the tenderers in physical form for 

outsourcing of manpower and outsourcing o f areas through e -

tendering process. ò 
  

  Consequently, after receiving the documents from bidders, technical evaluation has been

  Accordingly, the financial bids of above bidders were opened on 19.09.2012 and it was 

found that in Group A, all the four bidders have quoted the same rate and in Group B, two out of three 

bidders have quoted the same rate and in Group C, three out of four bidders have quoted the same rate. 

  It is pertinent to mention here t hat and as per important instruction no. 11 of DNIT;  In 

case, more than one contractor quoted the same rate in the Price Bid for a group then the successful 

bidder shall be decided by draw of lots.   

  It is also pertinent to mention here that as per Clause  No. 15 and 17 of General Terms & 

Conditions of DNIT read as under; 

 

After the allotment of the work the Contractor shall be given a 15 days time to start the 
work.  

Before starting the work the Contractor will have to get his sanitation equipment 

physicall y inspected from Medical Officer of Health office.   

 

  Accordingly, the case has been forwarded to the main tendering committee and the said 

committee has fixed its meeting with all the bidders on 27.09.2012 for finalizing the tender.  

  It is also worthwh ile to mention here that the term of existing contract for outsourcing of 

areas is going to expire on 30.09.2012. The financial implication of the existing contracts is Rs. 77.00 lacs 

per month. 

  Keeping in view of above, it is proposed that extension may be given to the existing 

contract for outsourcing of area s for two months i.e. 01.10.2012 to 30.11.2012  or till the finalization of 

contract, whichever is earlier, so that sanitation work may not suffer.

  A development plan was prepared by the Planning Cell of Municipal Corporation, 

Chandigarh and was approved in the Finance and Contract Committee of Municipal Corporation.  A site 

was earmarked for construction of Community Centre in this plan.  The architectural wing has prepared 

architectural drawings for construction of this Community Centre.  On the basis of these drawings, a rough 

cost estimate amounting to Rs.1.12 crore was administratively approved by the Commissioner, Municipal 

Corporation, Chandigarh dated 17.12.2008 and issued vide Chief Engineer, Municipal Corporation office 

order No.344 dated 18.12.2008.  The Civil suit was filed by Smt. Gian Devi W/o Lt. Daya Kishan and Ms. 

Anita Bhardwaj D/o Lt. Daya Kishan Vs. M.C and Honôble Court has granted stay.  Due to the stay orders 

of the Court, the work could not be started earlier.  The stay order has now vacated by the Honôble Court 

but the work cannot be started due to increase in rates.

The scope of the work entered in the estimate does not 

include in any earlier approved estimate.

After calling the 

tenders, this work was allotted to M/s Mishka Construction, Manimajra vide Executive Engineer  Memo 

No. 6122 dated 22.09.2010 as per approval accorded by competent authority.  This agency failed to start 

the work and after taking action against the agency, the tenders were again called so  many times.  The 

rates received from the different agencies are on higher side i.e. more than 10% of the DNIT amount.
